A baccalaureate degree or higher from a college or university regionally
accredited in the United States or its equivalent from a school in another
country. If admitted, applicants will be required to submit official transcripts
before attending/registering for classes.

¢ Anoveral undergraduate GPA of 3.0 or higher, out of a4.0 scde OR a
GPA of 3.0 using the most recent degree-seeking GPA OR a GPA of 3.0

as calculated using the grades from the most recent 60 credits of accredited
college coursework. Those who do not meet GPA requirements may be
admitted with a performance requirement.

* Recommendation for admission by the department, division, or college
offering the desired degree program after faculty review of application
materials required by each program. The materials required for this program
will be asfollows, in addition to the requirements outlined above:

» The ISU Graduate School Application Form;

» All officia transcripts from institutions of higher education the applicant
has attended,;

» A 500-word statement of purpose

* 3 letters of recommendation.

» Approval for admission by the Dean of the Graduate School.
