Global Sudies (GLBL) 1

Courses

GLBL 1107 Nature of Language: 3 semester hours.

European culture in French, German, and Spanish-speaking countriesis
examined in terms of its historical bases and its contemporary expressionsin
customs, institutions, lifestyles, literature, art, and music. Taught in English.
Satisfies Objective 9 of the General Education Requirements. Equivalent to
ANTH 1107 and ENGL 1107. S

GLBL 2202 The World Today: I ntroduction to Global | ssues: 3 semester hours.
This course takes a thematic approach to highlight major Global issuesincluding
health, palitics, sports, terrorism, women's empowerment, human rights, science,
technology, poverty, etc., and how various regions of the world have responded
to the stress and storm that often characterize these life challenges with particular
focus on the past two decades. Students will critically analyze how cultural,
social, economic, and/or environmental exchanges between people from different
regions interact in our globalized world today. Satisfies Objective 9 of the
General Education Requirements. F, S, Su

GLBL 2203 I nternational Organizations Today: Conflicts and Cooperation: 3
semester hours.

This course examines the role of international organizationsin resolving conflicts
and promoting cooperation among countries. Students will take a behind the
scene look at international organizations such as the United Nations, NATO,
World Bank, WTO, OPEC, etc. We will explore their impacts on peace, human
rights, trade, and development via current events. Partially satisfies Objective 6 of
the General Education Requirements. F, S, Su

GLBL 2205 Study Abroad: 3-6 semester hours.

Available only through study overseas. Development of intermediate-level
communicative competencies in speaking, listening, reading and writing, and of
cultural awareness through exposure to customs, traditions, places, and peoples.

GLBL 2207 Contemporary European Culture: 3 semester hours.

European culture in French, German, and Spanish-speaking countriesis
examined in terms of its historical bases and its contemporary expressionsin
customs, institutions, lifestyles, literature, art, and music. Taught in English.
Satisfies Objective 9 of the General Education Requirements.

GLBL 2208 Cultures of the Spanish Speaking World: 3 semester hours.
Topicsin art, history, literature and film of Spain, Spanish-Americaand
Latino USA. Taught in English. Satisfies Objective 9 of the General Education
Requirement.

GLBL 2209 Cultures of East Asia: 3 semester hours.

Overview of the cultures of China, Japan, and Korea, intended to help the student
understand each within the framework of East Asian civilization, their historical
importance and the crucial role they play in the world today. Satisfies Objective 9
of the General Education Reguirements.

GLBL 2235 Introduction to I nternational Film Studies: 3 semester hours.

An introduction to the world of international film and the cultural, historical, and
artistic issues the art form embodies. Focus on interpretations of nationality and
multiculturalism through the medium of film.

GLBL 2270 World Regional Geography and Cultures: 3 semester hours.

This course provides an introduction to world regions with an emphasis on
geography scholarship, regional analysis, and spatial thinking skills. Students will
learn more about the diversity of contemporary global cultures and environments
and gain a deeper appreciation of world regions through their environmental,
social, cultural, geopolitical, and economic characteristics. Satisfies Objective 9
of the General Education Requirements. F, S

GLBL 2285 Internship in Global Studies: 1-9 semester hours.

This course alows students to undertake a significant experiential learning
opportunity, typically with acompany, non-profit, governmental, or community-
based organization. Through direct observation, reflection, and evaluation,
students gain an understanding of the internship site's work, mission, and
audience, and how these potentially relate to their academic study, as well as the
organization's position in the broader industry or field. F, S, Su

GLBL 2299 Experimental Course: 1-6 semester hours.

The content of this courseis not described in the catalog. Title and number
of credits are announced in the Class Schedule. Experimental courses may
be offered no more than three times with the same title and content. May be
repeated.

GLBL 3300 Travel and Study Abroad: 3-6 semester hours.
Travel and study abroad through student exchange programs and other supervised
experience. PREREQ: Approval of the Director of International Studies. F, S, Su

GLBL 3301 Seminar in Global Studies: 3 semester hours.
Selected topics of international interest. May be repeated for up to 9 credits. D

GLBL 3309 Asia & Current Affairs: 3 semester hours.

Asiaasaregion is complex, multifaceted, and critical to international politics.
During the course, students will become familiar with the history and politics

of Asiaby exploring current events across East and Southeast Asia. The main
goal of the classisto analyze how current affairsin Asiaimpact regional politics,
other countries like the United States, and world politics overall today and in the
future.

GLBL 3335 World Film Studies: 3 semester hours.

Based on the premise of film as text. Examines the creative process, aesthetic
principles, and historical background, through the screening of representative
films and the reading of theory and critical analysis of European, Francophone,
African, and Latin American cinema. Taught in English.

GLBL 3348 European Union: I nstitutions & Global |mpact: 3 semester hours.
The European Union has ensured peace and prosperity in Europe since the end
of World War I1. Today, it stands to tackle new challenges such as the refugee
crisis, terrorism, and financia stability. The class addresses the emergence and
development of the EU aswell asthe institutional and legal structure of the
European Union and challenges it faces today. D

GLBL 3350 Frank Church Symposium: 3 semester hours.

Active participation in organizing the annual Frank Church Symposium for
International Affairs, and attendance at the sessions. May be repeated for up to 9
credits. S

GLBL 3355 Global Governance: Superpowers and Globalization: 3 semester
hours.

This course will help students understand how states, international organizations,
and individuals work together to solve global problems and challenges. The
classwill look at the systems of rules, norms, and institutions. Surveying

areas of global governance and the institutions utilized to manage common
affairs, students will study areas of international cooperation such as human
rights, disarmament, socioeconomic development, health, or environmental
sustainability. At the end of the course, students will be able to critically assess
the ability of international actors to tackle today's challenges. D
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GLBL 3380 Gender in Global Affairs (Issuesand I mpact): 3 semester hours.
This course critically examines the idea that international studiesis gender-
neutral and explore what it means to introduce gender as an analytical category
both in terms of how we approach the study of global affairs and the impact of
gendering global affairs on the lives of women around the globe. The course
areas of international studies where women's lives and experience are specifically
affected such as women in conflict and security, women's human rights, women
and development, or sex and world peace. D

GLBL 3385 Internship in Global Studies: 1-9 semester hours.

GLBL 3400 Simulation for Global Affairs: 3 semester hours.

Ever wonder how international negotiations work and how international
agreements are struck? In this course, students will participate in a series of mock
negotiations to achieve the best outcome for the country they are representing.
Students will gain insight into the many facets of global and domestic politics
that influence a country?s decision on trade, conflict and war, or climate change
among others. S

GLBL 4420 Global Health and Policy: 3 semester hours.

This courseis an examination of global social constructions of health and
healthcare focusing on issues such as beliefs, governmental policies, approaches
to curative medicine, and gender notions and their impact on heathcare. It
introduces students to the culture of different societies and the effects on health.
The course provides insights on the impact of culture, politics, economies, and
gender relations on health policies. Repeatable with different content. F, S, Su

GLBL 4435 Topicsin World Film Studies: 3 semester hours.
Rotating topicsin world film studies. Consult Class Schedule for topic being
taught. May be repeated with different content.

GLBL 4444 Senior Seminar (varioustopics): 3 semester hours.
Upper level credits to support a comprehensive understanding of various issuesin
Global Studies. May be repeated for up to 6 credits. F, S, Su

GLBL 4470 I ndependent Study: 1-3 semester hours.

This course provides the student with an opportunity to participate in the creation
of academic learning experiences geared to individual needs, interests, aptitudes
and desired outcomes. Plans must be approved by an appropriate faculty member
who supervises and grades the project outcomes (usually completed within one
semester). F, S, Su

GLBL 4481 Gender, Race, & Human Rights: 3 semester hours.

This class will explore how the concept of human rights intersects with

gender, race, ethnicity, and sexual orientation, including how human rights are
experienced by distinct groups of people both globally and right here in the U.S.

GLBL 4485 Internship in Global Studies: 1-9 semester hours.

This course allows students to undertake a significant experiential learning
opportunity, typically with acompany, non-profit, governmental, or community-
based organization. Through direct observation, reflection, and evaluation,
students gain an understanding of the internship site's work, mission, and
audience, and how these potentially relate to their academic study, as well as the
organization's position in the broader industry or field.

GLBL 4490 Research Design and Methods: 3 semester hours.

Students will be introduced to all elements necessary to design and carry out a
research project including finding a research topic and question, data collection
and analysis, research methods, and research ethics. D

GLBL 4493 Senior Thesis/Capstone: 4 semester hours.

Global Studies majors can either write and present a senior thesis under direction
of one of the faculty affiliated with the Global Studies Program or prepare

and present a capstone project outlining how their learning outcomes from
coursework and study abroad or internships line up with professiona goals. F, S
